These
tournaments are all suitable for every standard from near-beginner upwards & inexperienced players
are strongly encouraged to enter. Each event is open to both sexes & all ages. Players can play their own
band & the one above. Each player’'s banding will be allocated by the organisers.

In bands 1, 2 & 3 points will be awarded to the top eight players in each event as follows:- Winner 15pts,
runner-up 10, then 8, 6, 4, 3, 2 & 1 for the remaining places. The players with the most points from their three
best finishes at the end of the series will qualify for substantial overall prizes. Ties will not be split for prize
money or points purposes but the relevant awards will be shared.

Winners & runners-up in each band 4 event will win prizes and may be promoted to the next higher band for the
following event that they enter. In exceptional circumstances only the organiser’s reserve the right to alter a
player’s banding at any stage.

The normal laws & rules of table tennis will apply, including the banning of all toxic glues. The events do not
carry ETTA ranking points and are open to both sexes & all ages. The organisers intend ensuring that all
players are provided with a full day’s play. Early elimination will not apply &, except in unforeseen &
exceptional circumstances, all players will be guaranteed at least four matches in each event.
